Made by our alumnus Douglas Tilden in 1892. His legendary work can be found throughout 
San Francisco and Berkeley.

_____	 “Learn Experience Thrive” bench

____	 Deafhood Garden mosaic bench 
All of the animals on the bench are Deaf. They represent the beautiy of nature in its organic 
form. The lotus flowers are the Buddhist symbol of purity, and the butterfly represents grace-
ful sign language.

_____	 Photographs of the previous locations of the CSD campus 
This is part of the CSD museum. The school was first established in 1860  
in San Francisco. It then moved to Berkeley. And finally, it moved to  
its current location in Fremont. Photographs are inside the library entranceway.

_____	 Klopping Theater Ticket Booth
